	Heading--  Identify the creator’s name, date lesson will be taught, target grade and the target ability level.    (5 pts)
	Two or more of the following items are missing:  Lesson Plan creator’s name, date lesson will be taught, the grade, subject, or topic of lesson.  (3 pts for missing 2, 2 pts for missing 3, 1 pts for missing 4, 0 pts if missing 5)
	One of the following items is missing:  Lesson Plan creator’s name, date lesson will be taught, the grade, subject, or topic of lesson.  (4 pts.)
	Lesson Plan creator’s name, date lesson will be taught, the grade, subject, and topic of lesson are clearly identified.  (5 pts)
	Lesson Plan creator’s name, date lesson will be taught, the grade, subject, topic of lesson are clearly identified and the appropriateness of the lesson (for this group) is obvious.  (6 pts)

	Materials--  Include all materials (and explanations, if necessary) that are needed for the lesson for both the teacher and the students.  (10 pts)

	All materials are not included or are  disorganized.  (no categories, etc.)   (1 pt)
	All materials are included but are not in categories (teacher and students)

(5 pts)
	All materials are listed and are in 2 categories:  teacher and students
(9 pts)
	All materials are listed (in 2 categories:  teacher and students) and explained.

(10 pts)

	Objectives—Describe the behavior that the students (A) will perform (B), the conditions (C) under which it will be performed, and the criteria/degree (D) for assessing mastery.  [ABCD]

Each lesson plan must have at least 2 objectives. (10 pts)

	Behavior, criteria, and/or conditions are unclear or poorly written or missing.  It is unclear what the student should know and be able to do as a result of the instruction in the lesson. (2 pts)
	Behavior, criteria, and/or conditions are stated but not easy to understand.  Not enough information is given as to what the student should know and be able to do as a result of the instruction in the lesson.  (4 pts)
	Behavior, criteria, and conditions are stated in such a way as can be determined what the students should know and be able to do as a result of the instruction in the lesson.  At least 2 objectives are stated.  

 (8 pts)

	Behavior, criteria, and conditions are stated clearly and concisely (with no unnecessary words). 
At least 2 objectives are stated.  

(10 pts)

	Introduction--  Describe how to “grab” the students attention by building the need (focusing students) in a creative way; connect to prior knowledge.  (10 pts)

	Introduction did not focus students on the lesson, did not connect with students’ prior knowledge (2 pts), or intro is missing completely. (0 pts)

	Introduction begins to focus students attention, but is somewhat vague or not motivating enough to begin the lesson.  Prior knowledge may not be mentioned.  (5 pts)
	Introduction focuses student attention on the lesson, connects prior knowledge.  

(8 pts)
	Introduction focuses students attention and is motivating, includes a detailed script of what to say, and examples of prior knowledge skills are included.  (10 pts)

	Transition--  Describe, in at least one sentence, how to connect the Introduction to the rest of the Lesson. The connection must be clearly understandable by a third party and explain what is expected of the students by the end of the lesson (objectives).
(5 pts)
	The transition between the introduction and the sequence of activities is unclear or confusing, not informing learners what is expected of them or what they will learn by the end of the lesson.  (1 pt)
No transition exists.  

(0 pts)
	The transition between the introduction and the sequence of activities exists, but only begins to let students know what is expected of them and what they will learn by the end of the lesson.  (3 pts)
	The lesson plan begins to  articulate how the lesson will transition between the introduction and the sequence of activities section, letting the students know (without giving away too much important content) what they will learn and what is expected of them by the end of the lesson.  (4 pts)
	The lesson plan clearly articulates how the lesson will transition between the introduction and the sequence of activities section, letting the students know (without giving away too much important content) what they will learn and what is expected of them by the end of the lesson.  (5 pts)

	Sequence of Activities--  Describe exactly how the lesson will progress and work in a step by step process.  Describe the lesson so that another teacher could understand and implement without the writer’s presence.  Lesson activities should indicate how the teacher will help the students achieve the objectives of the lesson.
(15 pts)
	The description of the lesson’s progression is unclear or confusing.  Most of the activities mentioned may not help the students achieve the objectives of the lesson.  Lesson is too difficult to follow by a third party candidate.

(4 pts)
	The activities of the lesson are mentioned, but the progression from the Introduction/Transition to the Conclusion is somewhat vague.   Lesson content may only be in outline form or have very little explanation as to the sequence of events, and therefore, may not be likely to help the students achieve the objectives of the lesson.   Lesson is difficult to follow correctly without the writer being present providing explanation. (7 pts)
	A description as to the events of the lesson are given, but may be somewhat brief.  Explanation is given as to the progression from the Introduction/Transition to the Conclusion, and the activities described in the lesson plan begin to provide an explanation of how the students will achieve the objectives of the lesson.  Lesson can still be followed quite easily by a third party without the writer being present 
(12 pts)
	A scripted, step by step approach of how the lesson will progress from the introduction/transition to the conclusion is explained and clearly articulated.  All learning activities are mentioned with clear examples and an easy to follow plan so that another teacher could understand it and implement without the writer being present.  
(15 pts)

	Modeling the Behavior-Describe and show the students what will be expected from them at the end of the lesson, using examples and incorporating all learners  in the classroom.  (5 pts)
	Modeling the outcome behavior is missing.  

(0 pts)
	Vaguely showed students what is expected.

(2 pts)
	Once the material has been presented, the teacher uses it to show students examples of what is expected and as an end product of their work.  

(4 pts)
	Several examples of how students are to go about completing the lesson, including a detailed script/description incorporating alternative learning styles.  (5 pts)

	Guided Practice--  Describe how the teacher will use the middle of the Law of Equipping (step #3) to show students how to achieve lesson objectives and allowing them to practice with the teacher’s guidance.  

(5 pts)
	No guided practice is present. 
(0 pts)  
	Guided practice is vague and/or only some of the students are given an opportunity to demonstrate grasp of new learning by working through an activity or exercise under the teacher’s direct supervision.  (2 pts) 
	An opportunity for each student to demonstrate grasp of new learning by working through an activity or exercise under the teacher’s direct supervision.  (4 pts)
	 Several examples of activities are included that incorporate alternative learning styles, cooperative groups, or individual work.  Each activity requires the activity be done under the teacher’s direct supervision.  (5 pts)

	Independent Practice--  Describe how the teacher will make sure the students are ready to be assessed on the lesson objectives by having them perform in some way.  
(5 pts)
	Lesson did not provide independence from teacher guidance (1 pt) or no independent practice mentioned. (0 pts) 
	The practice for reinforcement provided in lesson either does not clearly link to the lesson or does not provide independence with teacher guidance.  (2 pts)
	 Lesson provides for reinforcement practice without teacher help;  independent practice is clearly linked to the lesson.
(4 pts)  
	Many examples of activities are included that incorporate alternative learning styles, cooperative groups, or individualized work and are clearly connected to the content of the lesson.  (5 pts)

	Application and Biblical Integration--  Describe how the material directly relates to the students’ lives using connections to their spiritual lives and other topics, concepts or ideas;  biblically integrating into the lesson is vital to this part of the content.  
(5 pts)
	Descriptions of how the lesson will help students apply, connect or extend their learning are poorly articulated, confusing, or absent.  No mention of biblical integration.  (1 pt)
	A description is given as to how the lesson will be applied to students’ lives;  however, there is no connection between the lesson and other topics, concepts or ideas, and are not likely to extend student learning beyond the classroom.  Biblical integration in this regard is vague, but mentioned.  
(2 pts)
	A description of how the lesson content will be applied is given.  At least one idea is designed to help students make connections between the lesson and other topics, concepts, or ideas, esp. spiritual application. Biblical integration is used, at least twice. 
(4 pts) 
	A description of creative and thoughtful ideas for application to help the students apply what they have learned is given.  Some of these ideas will help students make connections between the lesson and other topics, concepts or ideas, esp. spiritual application.  Biblical integration is used extensively and well.  

(5 pts)

	Conclusion--  Describe how the teacher will review the material and application covered in the lesson without presenting any new material.  (5 pts)
	 Conclusion is vague, abrupt, and/or introduces new material, (1 pt) or there is no conclusion mentioned. (0 pts) 
	Conclusion brings the lesson to an abrupt end without completely reviewing material covered in lesson and/or application.  Very little new material may be presented at this stage. 
(2 pts)
	 Actions or statements are provided that are designed to bring the lesson presentation to an appropriate conclusion without presenting new material.  Application may be somewhat short.  

(4 pts)
	Conclusion reviews material and application covered in lesson in a clear, concrete, and comprehensive way and sets the stage for new learning.  No new material is presented.  (5 pts)

	Assessment—Describe the assessment measure for determining whether the lesson’s objectives were met and include examples of “evidence” of student learning.  
(10 pts)
	The suggested assessment strategies are unrelated to objectives of the lesson and/or no examples of “evidence” of student learning are given.  
(2 pts)
	The methods and strategies for measuring student learning are somewhat related to the behavior described in the objectives of the lesson.   The examples of “evidence” of student learning are inconsistent and/or not included in the lesson.    (4 pts)
	The methods and strategies for measuring student learning (throughout the entire lesson AND at its conclusion) are articulated.  Examples of what will be considered as “evidence” of student learning are mentioned and included, if necessary.     (7 pts)   
	The methods and strategies for measuring student learning (throughout the entire lesson AND at its conclusion) exactly match the behavior described in the objectives of the lesson.  Examples of what will be considered as “evidence” of student learning are discussed and included, if necessary.  
(10 pts)

	Resources--  Describe supporting materials needed in the lesson and how they will enhance learning, and when applicable, how they will be distributed.  

(5 pts)
	No supporting materials are identified in the lesson plan, or these appear to be unrelated to or irrelevant to the purposes of the lesson.  

There is no description of how resources will be used or distributed, or this description suggests strategies that are likely to result in chaos.  (1 pt)

	Supporting material resources have been identified, but their relevance to the lesson is unclear and/or no description of how the resources will be used, or when applicable, how they will be distributed.  The resources may not appear to be critical to the lesson or are unnecessary and not likely to enhance learning.  (2 pts) 
	Supporting material resources have been identified and a brief description of how these will be used to enhance learning and, when applicable, how they will be distributed.  The resources are likely to enhance learning. 
(4 pts)
	Supporting material resources have been identified and a clearly articulated description of how these will be used to enhance learning and, when applicable, how they will be distributed.  The resources are more than likely to enhance learning. 

(5 pts)

	Mechanics--  Write the entire lesson plan without spelling and/or grammatical errors.  

(5 pts)
	Lesson plan is difficult to read due to the many spelling and/or grammar errors.  (1 pt)
	Lesson plan has more than 3 spelling and/or grammar errors, but lesson plan is still somewhat in order.  
(2 pts)
	Lesson plan is organized, but contains 1 or 2 spelling and/or grammar errors.  
(4 pts for 1 error;  3 pts for 2 errors)
	Lesson plan is very neat, organized, and contains no spelling or grammar errors.
